STAINED  GLASS W INDOW  REPAIR  
 

You might have noticed that we have begun repair work on our magnificent stained glass window. From my 
vantage point, I have a great view of the beautiful window every day.  

Over the last few years, I have observed the development of several 
gaps in the window. When I spoke to the diocese about repairing the 
window, they suggested I speak to Ted McHugh out of Buffalo. Ted 
came down and looked at the window recently. He offered a proposal, 
which I shared with the Finance Council. They advised me to spend the 
$25,000 to repair our priceless stained glass.  

Ted explained to me that there is a slight gap between the sections of 
the window and the frame. The original installers tried to use oil -based 
putty glazing so they could disguise the gap (a fairly common practice). 
However, that solution doesnõt last very long, and worse, it does not 
allow for vertical ties to strengthen the window. Therefore, what Ted 
will do for us is:  

1. Cover the window with a cotton tarp, then put plywood over the 
tarp to protect the window from being scratched.  

2. Build scaffolding to access the stained glass. 

3. Remove all the stained glass. 

4. Solder new lead to make the sections fit the frame the way they 
should have fit initially.  

5. Reinstall the window and solder copper ties on the tops and 
bottoms of the sections, strengthening the entire structure. 

6. Clean the protective glazing on the interior of the window.  

After installation the entire window will be sealed.  

I am very sorry for any inconvenience this causes. We are also in discussion about resealing the exterior of the 
building, but we didnõt want to do that until the stained glass was repaired. We anticipate the window to be 
completed by the end of the summer.
