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FROM THE BOOK OF ANN MARIE 
 

Dear Parish Family, 

A few years ago, when I should have received a poinsettia at Christmas through our 
Poinsettia Project, the wonderful volunteers of that ministry got me a Christmas cactus 
instead. They knew how important Sandy (my cat) is to me, and they were nervous about 
giving me a plant that was poisonous to cats. It was a very kind and appreciated gesture. The 
cactus had little buds on it that first year, but it never bloomed. For the next three years it sat 

in my office, faithfully watered and getting as much light as possible, but it never got any farther than those 
first -year buds.  

The cactus moved with me into the new building last February, and you should see it now! There are 75 or 
more buds and some flowers already. Perhaps it likes all the sunlight it gets in this new spaceñI know I do.  

As I watch this tiny miracle of nature happening on the windowsill next to me, my mind occasionally drifts to 
all the other things in my life, and in the lives of others, that seem to go through these times of dormancy 
before coming to new life. I have certainly had friendships that have gone through some dry times where it is 
some amount of effort to stay connected, only to find a little while later that I canõt wait to talk to him or her. I 
have had times in my work life when the paycheck really helps me get out of bed and into the office in the 
morning (not here, of course!). During those times I find that each task takes a little more energy than it had in 
the past, and I donõt find as much joy in things that used to be exciting to do. I show up and do what I need to 
do for a time, and then, sometimes without even knowing why, something shifts in me and I am newly 
passionate about my work and all that I can contribute.  

I think about friends of mine who have struggled through some really hard things ñthe death of a spouse or 
child or a divorce. I have journeyed with them through those long months and years when there was so much 
sadness and loss. I wasnõt always sure that they would ever be happy again, and I am sure that they were 
pretty convinced that happiness was no longer available to them. And yet, with time, prayer, and help from 
friends and others, the long-dormant buds of happiness are blooming again in their lives.  

I think about a friend today who burst into tears for seemingly no reason, and when asked what was wrong, 
simply answered, òThe world.ó We nodded, not knowing exactly what she was thinking about, but knowing 
that we are all carrying around the burdens of mass shootings, òMe, Tooó stories, and cars plowing down 
bike paths. I wake up feeling weighed down by the divisiveness in our country, wondering if nuclear war is 
really a possibility, or if the gun lobby will always win. Politically, this past year has been a real struggle for 
me as I question whether our country can come together to care for the poor, do what is best for the most 
vulnerable, take care of our planet, and welcome the stranger. I really wonder sometimes if we can ever 
recapture the idea that we are more alike than we are different and treat each other with respect. For years I 
wasnõt sure that my Christmas cactus would ever bloom, and that is how I feel right now about our shared 
political life. I know what I want us to look like, and I know that we have had, at times, moments of glory, but 
this current reality certainly isnõt one of them. It is work to remain hopeful, to believe, but just like I watered 
the plant for years before it ever bloomed, I went out and voted this week and will continue to try to do my 
part to change what I canñto make us a more perfect union.  

Scripture tells us: For in hope we were saved. Now hope that sees for itself is not hope. For who hopes for what one sees? 
But if we hope for what we do not see, we wait with endurance. In the same way, the Spirit too comes to the aid of our 
weakness; for we do not know how to pray as we ought, but the Spirit itself intercedes with inexpressible groanings. And 
the one who searches hearts knows what is the intention of the Spirit, because it intercedes for the holy ones according to 
Godõs will. (Romans 8:24ð27) 

Letõs hold on to hope in whatever place we need it.
